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Three Confederate battle flags that left North Carolina over one hundred and fifty 
years ago are now returning home to the Museum of the Albemarle in Elizabeth City. 
The flags, captured by Union troops during a battle in New Bern in late winter of 1862, 
will be on display as part of the upcoming Civil War Sesquicentennial exhibit òUnder 
Both Flags,ó opening in February of 2012. 
After the battle, soldiers of two Massachusetts infantry regiments took the three cap-
tured flags of the Confederacy as souvenirs of war. The flags were brought to Worces-
ter, Massachusetts where an officer presented the flags to the townõs mayor in a formal 
ceremony. 
The flags would stay in Worcester throughout the war, and beyond under the protec-
tion of Union veterans known as the Grand Army of the Republic, or GAR. 
Quite unexpectedly, Russ Haddad, a former tourism director for Elizabeth City, and a 
native of Worcester was home visiting his family. There he would see the flags at the 
local museum. 
Haddad inquired about the flags and was put in touch with the GAR Memorial Board. 
Through Haddadõs efforts, Wanda Stiles the Curator at Museum of the Albemarle was 
contacted and a loan agreement between MOA and the Massachusetts board was 
worked out. The flags will become a part of the Civil War exhibit due to open in Feb-
ruary, the anniversary of the Battle of Elizabeth City. 
The flags had been kept in storage for many years and had remained in good condi-
tion.  But in the 1930s, the GAR had lost its last original member and the group then 
agreed to donate the flags to the City of Worcester. 
They were stored at a local museum and because they were stored in a dark, cool envi-
ronment, they managed to survive long enough to be conserved once funds were availa-
ble. The conservation work done to the flags cost $37,000. 
The flags, after being conserved, hung in the local Worcester history museum. But 
with the 150th anniversary of the Civil War looming, the GAR Memorial Board agreed 
that the flags should return to North Carolina, temporarily. 
The efforts of Mr. Haddad paid off and visitors to the Museum of the Albemarle will 
be able to view the flags through 2015. That is when they will be returned to Worcester 
and the GAR Memorial Board. In an effort to  conserve the artifacts, one flag will be 
displayed at a time, alternating flags every six months.
